Application:
Before application, the surface must be dry, secure and clean. If the surface is covered with old paint, the paint must have good adhesion properties.
Masonry with high water absorption and crumbling surface must be primed with Water-Reflex at least once before paint is applied. The masonry must dry for approx. 24 hours before paint is applied.
Coarse Coat can be applied by roller or broom.
Please note that cement plaster is not to be painted until 28 days after plaster was applied. Do not apply Coarse Coat in direct sunlight. Protect newly painted surfaces from rain.
